8" Grade Life Trek

Students will build on and advanced their skills within the 8" grade FACS program. Project-based
learning inspires creative problem-solving and like real life, students collaborate for success. Curriculum
includes: designing, producing and marketing a personal sports bag; exploring the challenges of child
care through a variety of learning activities and media; developing advanced techniques in food
preparation and nutrition knowledge, and applying the principles and elements of sound interior design.
